It is a wonderful example of the 
imagination of Wilbur Smith. I have read three of his books so far, including the sequel to River God, and River God 
is the best of the three. The book is a combination of love, fear, desperation, leadership, and triumph. The main plot is 
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the love between Lostris, the wife of the Pharoah of Egypt, and Tanus, a commander of an army of Pharoah and a 
trusted friend of the narrator. The story is told from the perspective of a lowly, yet loved and respected slave named 
Taita. His mistress is coincidentaly Lostris and he helps to maintain the love between her and Tanus. All through the 
book, the two lovers try to secretly share their love. The story goes on through battles not only between nations but 
between individuals. It is not only another "love conquers all" book with mushy, romantic love scenes, but is also a 
book that offers a historical perspective of ancient Egypt. It is obvious throughout the novel that the author went to 
great lengths to research the topic and make it sound so truthful you would think it wasn't fiction. One of the best 
aspects was that it held my interest more than any other book that I have ever read. I was not able to put it down. 
Wilbur Smith is an expert at making the reader seem that he or she is actually a character in the book. The emotions of 
the characters were explained wonderfully with the use of metaphors and similes.
