Most of the book has obviously been written by Ludlum's co-author Gayle Lynds abeit still with visible guidance by
Ludlum himself. Hence, the plot is somewhat predictable, but the style is slightly more modern and refreshing. Some
minor technical errors have crept into the book, which the master has certainly overlooked during the proofreading. By
and large the Covert-One Series has been improving steadily, but it has further potential.
