But
the behaviour by Jondalar's peoplein this book isjust not consistent with what we learned about them in the previous
books. They are mildly displeased with Ayla's past with the Clan, but only afew crazies (like the cave drunk) express
their disgust in impolite terms. They even have people of mixed spirits living with them without any overt
discrimination.Oh, and the names are so stupid and interchangeable, you really need a chart to tell the folks apart (that
is, if you still care about anybody at al). Even in the travelling book (Plains of Passage) there was more plot and the
people Ayla and Jondalar met were distinguishable. The Zelandoni aren't. Oh, and finally another nitpick of mine:
Jondalar's former love is now extremely fat and extremely powerful but very benevolent. Not only does she welcome
Aylawith open arms, when she is challenged by ajelousrival or insulted by the cave slut, she reacts so rationally and
mildly - it's - you guessed it - boooring!
