Egal ob Werbung, Wissenschaft, die eigene Biografie und natrlich die Unterhaltung
durch Bcher, Filme, Videospiele usw. wir erliegen stets der Sinnstiftung durch Geschichten. Wir lernen das Leben
durch Geschichten.Geschichten funktionieren hnlich wie Sprache nach einer universalen Grammatik. Modernere
Versuche des 20. Jahrhunderts, dies aufzulsen (praktisch den Roman neuzuerfinden wie bel Proust oder Joyce
Finnegans Wake sind auf lange Sicht fehlgeschlagen.Die Universalgrammatik des Storytellings arbeitet mit Helden,
ihrem Scheitern, ihrem Wiederauferstehen, mit Antagonisten und Gewalt. Jede Story, selbst wenn sie Unmoralisches
beschreibt, trgt eine Moral in sich.
